Coaching (now Family RVing) magazine. Mr. Richter began publishing the 
association’s cherished periodical out of his home in February 1964. The first 
edition was “dedicated to those far-sighted people who can realize that here we 
begin a new era in American travel.” His vision was for FMCA and its magazine to 
become a national information center for those interested. 
 
The Robert L. Richter Award is to recognize an individual who is responsible 
for chapter newsletters, chapter publications, or communications to the 
chapter and/or to the public regarding the chapter, its members, and events.
